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GLOSSARY: PPE – Personal Protective Equipment

POLICY:

     
    To provide guidelines for a complete cleaning and disinfecting

    of a room upon dismissal of a patient.
PROCEDURE:

A.   Don appropriate PPE’s.  Ex. (gloves, splash shield, gown, mask).
B. Gather all equipment and cleaning supplies required and leave supply cart outside of door of patient room to avoid contamination.
C. Prepare the hospital approved and EPA regulated cleaning solution.
D. Remove trash, tie bag, and place in appropriate container.  (Reference to Disposal Of Regulated and Non-Medical Waste Policy).
E. Pour a hospital approved and EPA regulated toilet bowl cleaner into the bowl and allow to stand for 10 minutes, while continuing with the rest of the room cleaning.    

F. Working from the cleanest to the dirtiest surfaces and from highest to lowest, clean all walls and “Hands Touch Areas” with a hospital approved and EPA regulated cleaning solution, remembering that all cleaning cloths and mops will be changed out at any time they become soiled or lose of dampness.  Do not reuse cleaning cloth or mop, replace with a new one. 
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Example of Hands Touch:
1. Clean dispenser, (hand soap, paper towel, hand sanitizer,

Sharps container).           

               2. Clean phone and television remote control.
               3. Clean all chairs.
               4. Clean bedside stand and over the bed tables.
               5. Clean bed safety rails. 
               6. Clean all light switches/door handles.
               7. Clean windowsill, heat register, television, and blinds.
               8. Clean bed frame and both sides of the mattress, inspecting 



mattress for any damage.
               9. Clean bed light and sink light.
               10.Clean sink, sink fixture, and splash wall behind sink.
               12.Clean closets, and drawers.


   13.Clean IV monitor and IV pole.
G. Clean all glass and mirrored surfaces with a hospital approved and EPA regulated glass cleaner.
H. Clean trash cans with hospital approved and EPA regulated cleaning 
solution.

     I.   Proceed to bathroom:
               1. Clean walls.
               2. Clean inside toilet bowl the flush.
               3. Clean outside of bowl and fixture.
               4. Clean hand rails and tissue holder. 
     J.   Remove gloves and using a new set of gloves replace supplies:


    towels,trash liners, toilet paper, and sharps container to keep it 


    from overflowing.  (For disposal of sharps refer to Disposal Of


    Regulated and Non-Medical Wastes Policy).


K.   Place wet floor sign in doorway prior to wet mopping the floor.  The
floor sign will be left out until entire floor is completely dry.
L.   Wet mop entire floor with a hospital approved and EPA regulated 
solution.  Move furniture to mop entire floor.
M. Reposition furniture so it does not interfere with the working area
of the room.

N. Place “Clean Room” card on bed.
PROCEDURE FOR TERMINAL CLEANING PRECAUTION ROOM:

A. All procedures for cleaning a Terminal Precaution room will be the same as regular Terminal room cleaning with the exception of the following:
B. Check to see if the CONTACT PRECAUTION sign is present.
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1. PPE’s that will be worn for a Terminal Precaution room cleaning will include: (gloves, splash shield, gown, mask, bonnet, and shoe cover).
2. Curtains will be pulled, placed in a bag and marked so laundry can handle appropriately, and replaced with clean ones.
