Award Amount: $1,490.00  (Limited awards available)
Application Deadline: January 31, 2020, or 8 weeks before the proposed camp date (whichever is sooner). 

Funding Cycle: Funds may be applied to camps taking place between August 1, 2019 and June 30, 2020. 

PROJECT DESCRIPTION:
The Research and Explore Awesome Careers in Healthcare (REACH) Program is an exciting program targeting students in grades 5-10 through creative and interactive activities for the purpose of increasing awareness, interest, and understanding of health careers available in Wyoming. REACH camps are 1-2 day healthcare camp experiences, typically taking place in a healthcare facility, that introduce students to the wide variety of healthcare careers that exist in a rural community. The program is supported by a grant through the Wyoming Office of Rural Health (ORH). 
PROJECT DETAILS:
Eligible Applicants:  Rural Wyoming K-12 schools and school systems and healthcare facilities such as hospitals, clinics, community health centers, and public health units.
Partnerships Required:  Applicants are required to actively partner with each of the following for execution of the REACH program:  
1. Local/regional K-12 system(s)

2. Healthcare entity (i.e. hospital, clinic, EMS/ambulance squadron, long-term care facility, local public health unit, etc.).  
Additionally, partnering with local economic development and/or local job development authorities and institutes of higher education are highly encouraged.
Target audience:  Students in grades 5 – 10. It is recommended that camps select one of the following age groups to target: grades 5-6, or grades 7-8, or grades 9-10.
Funds Available:  Up to $1,490 per awardee to support REACH activities. If an applicant is applying to host multiple camps, or will host multiple camps at several sites, they are eligible for multiple awards.  The ORH will also provide scrub tops to participating students, chaperones, and hospital/clinic staff involved with REACH.    

Proposal Format Details:  The full proposal must not exceed eight (8) pages.  Font must be 11 or 12 Arial or Times New Roman (tables may be 11 point, charts are exempt from font size guidelines); 1.5 spaced; all margins one (1) inch.  Submit your grant proposal in the order listed under the “Proposal Components;” address each item listed and format using headings.
Applications including the following will be considered nonresponsive to guidelines and not eligible for selection:  Career fair format (i.e. students have minimal exposure to career presentations); programs focusing on only one type of health career, or programs that do not demonstrate partnerships between the applicant and other community organizations as indicated above.

Proposal Review Process:  Proposals will be reviewed by the Office of Rural Health and will be reviewed in the order in which they are submitted. Applications received after the deadline will not be considered. 
APPLICATION GUIDELINES:

Special consideration will be given to applicants that:

· Work collaboratively with schools and healthcare facilities in surrounding areas (i.e. regional approaches)
· Demonstrate a solid planning process
· Demonstrate creative and interactive activities
· Present a variety of healthcare careers
To apply, interested parties must submit the following:

b. Healthcare facilities (hospital, clinic, long-term care facility, etc.)

The REACH Program must be multi-professional and must be a minimum of five hours long.  Submit your planned agenda with your proposal.
g. Describe how you will engage and/or inform parents regarding health career opportunities available to their children (i.e. PTO/PTA presentations, handouts, brochure, and/or a separate parent session prior to or during the REACH Program).
h. Describe the process and criteria you will use to solicit and select the appropriate speakers.
i. If applicable, include lessons learned from past Programs or other health career related activities.

Awardees are encouraged to provide scrub shirts for presenters /volunteers/Program staff.  The lead applicant will submit the number and sizes to the Office of Rural Health who will order, purchase, and arrange for delivery.  The required order form (online) must be received no later than four (4) weeks prior to the date of the Camp (earlier is preferred).

SAMPLE BUDGET NARRATIVE/BUDGET 

Our budget appears to be less than the allowable amount because of the generosity of the agencies involved and the in-kind contributions.  As required, we are requesting reimbursement for the morning and afternoon snack and lunch.  A mini-bus will be used for transportation and the driver will receive a stipend plus funds to cover the gas.  The coordinator will be given the allowable amount for planning, coordinating, supervising, and travel.  Supplies would include gloves, blood pressure & thermometer supplies, glucose testing supplies, disability supplies such as blindfolds, tape, liquid thickener, etc. as well as miscellaneous supplies that the speakers might request.  Other expenses would be student folders, copies, postage, and advertising.  Total budget request is $1,450.00.


In-kind contributions would include the ambulance, all career speakers time, and the rooms used at the hospital, nursing home, clinic, and school.  The bulk of the supplies including sample X-rays, lab slides, emergency supplies with the ambulance, canes, walkers, wheelchairs, and needle-less syringes will be provided.  The chamber and school newsletters, as well as the newspaper and radio, will provide publicity.  A conservative in-kind figure is $1,300.
